	4.Zitadelle
· The citadel was once a part of the Jülich fortress and is the best preserved monument of the city.
· The citadel is surrounded by a moat. The moat is 10 meters deep and 20-30 meters wide.
· The castle was built in 1549 in the style of the italian High Renaissance.
· Today, a school is located in the castle.
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	5.Zuckerfabrik
· The sugar factory is situated in Jülich.
· Every year, 1.5 tonnes of beets are processed at 
280 000 tonnes of sugar.
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	What to visit in Jülich?
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	1. Brückenkopfpark
· The “Brückenkopfpark” is a part of the fortress build by the Napoleonic troops at the beginning of the 19th century.
· Today the park includes a playground, a climbing garden, a zoo, a campsite and a youth hostel.
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	2.Tagebau
· The open-cast mining in Hambach is the largest open pit in Germany (3,389 hectares).
· Every year, the area produces 40 million tons of lignite.
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	3.Indemann
· The Indemann is an observation tower.
· From here you have a good view of the open-cast mining.
· The tower is 36 meters high. So be careful in case of acrophobia(
